May 19, 2009                  5:15 p.m. 
 
 
CALL TO ORDER:   Mr. Cordero called the meeting to order at 5:15 p.m. 
 
MEMBERS PRESENT: John Cordero, Richard Spring, Paul Robinson, Ernie Moran and 

Michael D. Davis.

Pledge of Allegiance: Louiana Salazar led the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance to 

the United States of America. 
 
Motion No. 144 Mr. Davis motioned to approve the agenda, as presented. 
Approval of Agenda: It was seconded by Mr. Moran and carried unanimously. 
 
 
COMMUNITY COMMENTS:  
 

This is an opportunity for citizens to address the Board on any item that is on the agenda or other 
school related matters, or suggest topics for future agendas.  Those wishing to address the Board 
are invited to fill out a “Request to Speak” card available at the door and present it at the front 
table prior to this portion of the agenda.  Instructions for making public comments are noted on 
the “Request to Speak” card. 
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There were no community comments. 
PRESENTATIONS 
 
Amy Stromsodt, Varsity Basketball Coach, acknowledged two students for their athletic 
accomplishments, Louiana Salazar and Wendy Perkins.  Both girls are two-year starting captains 
on the basketball team and they were honored with First Team All-League status for the past two 
years.  Louiana Salazar is regarded as the best point guard in the league.  She averaged 10.2 
points per game and 6.7 rebounds.  She was first in the league for assists and steals.  She was 
nominated for the USA Jr. National Basketball Team.  She went to the sectionals in Las Vegas, 
where she was selected to continue on to the international competition at the University of 
Illinois at Champagne in August.  This is a tremendous honor, not only for her, but to Excelsior. 
 
Wendy Perkins is a senior this year and plays multiple sports.  She was first in the entire league 
in scoring, averaging 16.5 points per game.  She averaged 13 rebounds, 3 blocks and 5 steals.  
Wendy is also on the track and field team where she placed first in league in the both the high 
jump and long jump.  Coach Booze and Ms. Stromsodt have nominated her for Excelsior’s 
Athlete of the Year.  She is also up for the Gabriel Foundation Scholarship Award.  The Board 
congratulated Louiana and Wendy for their accomplishments. 
 
 
ACTION ITEMS 
 
Motion No. 145 Mr. Robinson motioned to approve and/or ratify the minutes of 
A.1 Minutes: the regular Board of Directors meetings of March 3, 2009.  It was 

seconded by Mr. Spring and carried unanimously. 
 
Motion No. 146 Mr. Robinson motioned to approve and/or ratify the minutes of 
A.2 Minutes: the regular Board of Directors meetings of April 28, 2009.  It was 

seconded by Mr. Moran and carried unanimously. 
 
Motion No. 147 Mr. Moran motioned to approve and/or ratify the expenditures 
A.3 Expenditures: from March 21 to April 30, 2009.  It was seconded by Mr. Spring 

and carried unanimously. 
 
Motion No. 148 Mr. Davis motioned for approval and/or ratification to rescind 
A.4 Signature signature authorization for Jerene Creason, Consultant, from all 
 Authorization: Excelsior financial documentation, including bank accounts and 

contractual agreements, effective April 1, 2009.  It was seconded 
by Mr. Moran and carried unanimously. 

 
  Mr. Davis said that he had originally asked to hold this item until 

he had more information regarding his concern that this may 
impair Ms. Creason’s ability to perform her duties.  Ms. Creason 
had informed him that it would not be an impediment to her 
responsibilities, and it may put her at risk for her retirement.  Mr. 
Davis said that his concerns were satisfied, but again stated that he 
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wanted to make sure this would not impede her ability to do her 
job. 

 
Motion No. 149 Mr. Robinson motioned to approve and/or ratify the contract for 
A.5 Blackboard: the Renewal Term Agreement and Software Schedule with 

Blackboard.  Authorization for signature is approved for Ron 
Newbold, Interim Executive Director or Alicia Anderson, Director 
of Business Services.  It was seconded by Mr. Davis and carried 
unanimously. 

 
  Mr. Robinson asked how many students used this and would it be 

used to offer on-line courses in the future.  Mr. Wright said that 
this year was a pilot year and 25 students used it.  He said that they 
will use it again next year, but plan to modify a program called 
Moodle.  They will use the Blackboard program in the interim.  

 
  Mr. Cordero inquired if the credit recovery program could be 

offered to anyone?  Mr. Peter said that it could be made available 
to other students; however, two schools can not claim ADA.  This 
could be addressed through a policy allowing students from other 
schools to participate in the program.  They will offer it through 
the summer and plan to have it ready to go full steam in the fall.  
Mr. Cordero asked if the Board could address a policy regarding 
this at the next meeting.  Ms. Anderson said that since summer 
school is an hourly program, she would look into how to claim 
attendance with concurrent enrollment.  Mr. Robinson asked if the 
Board agreed to allow students from other schools to enroll in 
summer school at Excelsior.  Mr. Cordero said that he would does 
not have a problem moving forward with this to help students. 

 
Motion No. 150 Mr. Spring motioned to approve the Proposal from Jade Penquin 
A.6 Agreement Web Development for Web Development and Content 

Management.  Authorization for signature is approved for Ron 
Newbold, Interim Executive Director or Alicia Anderson, Director 
of Business Services. 

 
  Mr. Flynn said that they would make some modules that would 

connect with our student information system so that students 
would be able to get the course catalog and enrollment application 
online.   There will be a content management system built into it so 
that sections could be updated by end users.  Mr. Cordero said that 
he would like to see a demonstration when it is completed.  Mr. 
Flynn said it should be ready in about 75 days.   

 
 
INFORMATION ITEMS 
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B.1 Financials: Received year-to-date financial statement through April 30, 2009. 
 
B.2 Budget Update: Ms. Anderson, Director of Business Services, said that we are 

expecting to receive funds from the American Recovery and 
Reinvestment Act (ARRA) of 2009, and because we have 
budgeted conservatively, Excelsior is going to be okay.  She will 
know more and make adjustments accordingly after the May revise 
workshop, which would take place in June.  The Board concurred 
that a budget workshop would be scheduled for a time after the 
May revise. 

 
  Ms. Anderson informed that Board that the Victor Valley Union 

High School District (VVUHSD) rescheduled their financial fiscal 
oversight review for June 22.   

 
B.3 Transportation: Ms. Anderson gave a PowerPoint presentation on transportation.  

She explained the cost to purchase a new bus ranged between 
$141,000 and $158,000.  The cost for used buses ran between 
$39,500 and $67,500.  If buses were purchase, consideration would 
need to be given for staffing, maintenance, available parking, and 
the cost of fuel.  She also discussed the cost to contract with First 
Student for bus services.  The cost would be $300 for four hours, 
or approximately $53,000 per year.  They could also provide more 
services for field trips and other activities.  Mr. Davis said that if 
the Board considers purchasing a bus, he suggested that they start 
slowly.  Mr. Moran said that he would be in favor of bussing, but 
not if it meant cutting other programs.  Dr. Baker stated that if a 
full-day program were offered, the possibility of providing 
transportation would need to be considered.  Ms. Anderson said 
that she also did a survey and parents expressed an interest in using 
public transportation if Excelsior paid $20 and they paid $20 per 
month.  Mr. Cordero suggested having a follow-up meeting to 
discuss this further and answer questions regarding liability, how 
many students, and accommodations for those that came for the 
full day.  Ms. Anderson said that she also explored the possibility 
of providing a satellite site near the mall.  Mr. Davis stated that he 
would like to see a presentation involving a public bus pass 
program to encourage students to come to Excelsior.  The Board 
thanked Ms. Anderson for her presentation. 

 
B.4 Facilities: Ms. Creason reported that she, along with Dr. Baker and Mr. 

Newbold, met with Herb Calderon to discuss the timelines for the 
facilities project.  The District planned to give Excelsior funding 
when they get money from the state after their Adelanto high 
school project was completed.  Considering the timelines for the 
Adelanto project, this would not work for Excelsior.  Ms. Creason 
said that OPSC would send out the 15-day letter by the end of
